Compulsory Routine

All age groups, both male and female, compete the same routine for the compulsory round of the competition.  There will be two competitions; Novice and Elite.  If the performer has competed at a competition (grade 5 or above) they MUST enter the elite competition.  If not, they are free to enter the novice competition.  The routines for each of these competitions are slightly different and are listed below:

Voluntary Routine

Each competitor must also complete a voluntary routine.  This may consist of any ten skills of the competitors choice.  The compulsory routine may be repeated.  The maximum tariff for the Novice Competition is 2.0.  The maximum tariff for the Elite Competition is 7.0.  These maxium tariffs are for all age groups.


Teams

Teams consist of a minimum 3 and a maximum of 4 performers with the 3 highest scores to count in each round.  Team members must be in the same age group, of the same sex and must be competing in the same competition (Elite or Novice).

Qualification to the Zonal Schools Competition

Elite and Novice Level -
Top 3 individuals and top 2 teams qualify to the Zonals

NB.
If a team qualifies but none of the individuals qualify individually, these competitors will only be entered into the Zonal Schools as a team and NOT individually.  If a member of a team qualifies individually but the team doesn’t, only the individual will be eligible to compete at the Zonal Schools.

Equipment  - IMPORTANT, PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

Competitors in the novice competition will compete on a half inch trampoline and competitors in the elite competition will compete on a 6x6mm trampoline.

It is the responsibility of the performers coach and team manager to ensure they are able to use the equipment provided to a safe standard.

Entry Fees

The cost for entry is £8.00 per individual (cheques made payable to EMTCC)  

Coaches

All participants must be signed in at the competition by a coach who holds a minimum level 2 qualification.

Affiliation

Every school that enters a schools competition must be affiliated to the BSGA.  The cost to affiliate is £10.00 per school OR alternatively if the school is only entering one performer, you may choose to affiliate this person individually for £5.00 (cheques made payable to B.S.G.A).  If your school is affiliating for the first time, we will input your membership number onto the form.
